 Target Roll


1.) Identify the four (4) main parts- Top Assy., Bottom Assy., Drive Assy., and the Side Tubes.

2.) Insert the Side Tubes into the Top and Bottom assemblies, lining up the hole in the fitting with the hole in the tube.

3.) Secure with three (3) push-in plastic rivets.

4.) Insert the Drive Assembly, straightening and feeding the flexible wire (Antenna wire) up into the Side Tube.

5.) Secure the Drive Assembly with two (2) push-in plastic rivets.

6.) Flip the frame so the front is facing up, and attach the windscreen with the four (4) yellow thumbscrews.
7.) Install a 9 volt alkaline battery by removing the plastic caplug in the base of the Drive Assembly, and pulling out the battery connector. Insert battery, and replace the caplug. If the battery is weak, it will activate the motor, but will NOT work by remote control! Use a fresh battery!
8.) Insert a target roll in the top assembly, by pushing against the spring plate in the left side, then allowing the right side to engage.

9.) Do the same with an empty, take-up roll, on the bottom assembly, and this time with the metal end cap engaging the square drive.

10.) Unfurl paper from supply roll,  pull down to wrap over the take-up roll, and peel the paper backing off the double-sided tape at the edge of the target roll to attach to the take-up roll.

11.) The power switch has three (3) positions- Center is OFF. Switch to the rear is normal, remote control operation. Switch forward is momentary, and drives the take-up spool to load paper.

12.) Place the TARBOT™ frame on the 1¼” PVC pipe legs, switch to the rear, and your TARBOT™ is bullet-ready! Push keyfob button to advance target paper.

Cautions and Comments

1.) TARBOT™ is shipped without a 9 volt battery.

2.) If the paper scrolls down slowly, or the remote does not operate the motor, this indicates a battery replacement is necessary.

3.) Do not leave the power switch ON for extended long periods if not being used.

4.) Do not allow TARBOT™ to get wet, especially the target rolls. Paper absorbs water, becomes heavy, and will not scroll properly.

5.) Store paper rolls in plastic when not in use.

6.) Begin using TARBOT™ at close range- we want ALL the bullets within the frame!

7.) Do not allow inexperienced shooters to use TARBOT™ until they can demonstrate ability to keep all shots within the 18” square.

8.) Be certain of your backstop! 

9.) Above all, shoot safely!
